The format will consist of 6 games of qualifying across 6 pairs of lanes with the
top sixteen of each division being seeded by position in a double elimination
masters style match play bracket.

Practice will start at 10:00 am. Late bowlers will not be allowed to make-up
missed frames, and all missed frames will be counted as zeros.
