Rules-Singles

Sponsored by the Washington State Bowling Proprietors’ Association

1. All members must be USBC members or pay the applicable tournament participation fee prior to bowling.
Entering average requirements: Boys: 170 and above; Girls: 145 and above. A limited number of spots are
available with first priority for confirmed reservations going to graduating seniors. Underclassmen
accepted based on availability once entries are received from graduating seniors

2. The tournament will conducted over a two day period on a Saturday & Sunday, February 21-22, 2009 at HiLine Lanes
(15733 Ambaum Bivd. SW in Burien). Five games of qualifications will be bowled on Sat. February 21st,
beginning at 1:00 p.m. Three additional games will be bowled on Sun. February 22nd beginning at 9:00 a.m.
Check-in begins at 11:30 a.m. Saturday.

Following the eight games of qualifications, the field will be cut to the top five boys and top five girls for a
head-to-head, single elimination, TV format finals. (5th vrs. 4th, winner versus #3 efc).

4. The state single championships will be determined by the winner of the final head-to-head match.

5. Awards will be given to the top 5 finalists in each division.

6. The cost of bowling will be $50.00 per bowler. Bowling fees: $30.00/Awards & expenses: $20.00.

7. Official team shirts, supplied by the high school or sponsoring bowling center, must be worn by all bowlers. Blue jeans
shall not be worn during competition. Clean, colored denim apparel is permitted as are hemmed shorts provided all
team members are similarly dressed. School names or mascot name MUST appear on the back of all team shirts.

(WIAA girls may participate but MAY NOT wear shirts with their school name on it nor may their WIAA coach
be present to be in compliance with WIAA regulations).

8. One coach per bowler is permitted in the bowlers' area. Parents and assistant coaches are encouraged to
participate but must limit their involvement to the concourse area.

9. Tobacco products of all kinds are prohibited by bowlers, coaches and spectators during competition.

10. Each school team entering bowlers into the singles competition is required to have a minimum of one adult
coach or chaperon at all times during the tournament.

11. USBC rules will apply in all areas not expressly listed by these rules.

12. The Tournament Director shall have final decision making authority for all protests and/or disputes.
