Tyler Cruz: Tacoma's Rising Star

When Tyler Cruz | -
was 8, he went to a

birthday party and
bowled for the first time.

To say he had fun
would be an
understatement. He was
hooked.

"' just liked it right
away," Cruz said. He
asked his parents to take
him again. And again. They bought him a red, white
and blue Columbia White Dot ball. Soon he had
joined a youth league, and by age 11 had become a
serious student of the game.

It's now 2010, and after 8 years and countless
hours of work on the lanes, Cruz has become one of
the Puget Sound area’s rising young stars.

The 16-year-old Tacoma resident has built an
impressive bowling resume. He is a consistently high
performer in Junior Bowlers Tour events, where he
has thousands of dollars worth of scholarship
winnings shuttled away. While Cruz mostly competes
in Northwest tournaments, he has traveled to major
competitions in Arizona, Las Vegas and as far away
as Indianapolis.

In fact, Cruz traveled to Glendale, Arizona last
August to win his second JBT title. In winning the
2009 Desert Open, Cruz mowed down competition
from throughout the West and took home a $1,000
scholarship.

And earlier this year, on January 23, Cruz fired
off 26 straight strikes during a JBT event at Husted's
Hazel Dell Lanes in Vancouver. The string, spread out
over three games, netted Cruz the tournament's only
300, followed by a 288.

In the years since that birthday party, Cruz has
had some help along the way. He credits Paradise

Bowl pro shop operator Keith Boyd with helping him
learn the game. Another big influence on Cruz, even
though he isn't a bowler, has been his dad Mike.

""He's real competitive, and always wants me to
do my best," the younger Cruz says of his father, who
accompanies Tyler to tournaments and can be found
watching closely from the crowd.

"I think my greatest strengths are making spares
and my mental game," Cruz says. "My weakness right
now is my drifting. | drift to the left; it used to be 10
boards, now I've got it down to 5 or 6. I've been
working on that. | want to get it down to zero.”

Although he has shone in singles competition,
Cruz says one of his proudest bowling moments was
being a member of the Wilson High School team that
won the Washington state varsity bowling
championships last year. During that event at
Tukwila's Acme Bowl, Cruz (a sophomore at the time)
was elected the tournament's most valuable player

and named to the all-state first team.

With such accomplishments, Cruz is becoming
someone many of the younger JBT competitors look
up to. So what advice does he offer to youth bowlers
hoping to beef up their games?

"'A lot of practice, and a lot of focus," says Cruz,
who himself practices at least three times a week
outside of competition. ""Practice certain things, work
on one thing at a time, don't try to work on multiple
things all at once.”

Cruz wants to go to college and bowl at the
collegiate level, calls himself strong at math, and hints
of an interest in engineering. Not surprisingly, though,
he sees plenty of bowling in his future and would like
to try his hand at bowling professionally someday.

"I'd like to try the PBA; | just need a lot of practice
to get there," he said.

At only 16 years of age, there's no telling how
high Cruz's star will rise.

For the past two decades the sports media
has all but ignored the PBA, and while corporate
dollars have flowed freely in other sports, sponsorships
have been hard to come by for Professional Bowling.

It certainly makes me wonder, after all if | was in
charge of marketing for a large corporation where
would | want to spend my marketing budget, on a feel
good story like the PBA, or on golf in light of the recent
scandals that have happened in that sport over the
past few months. Only time will tell. 1 am very happy
to see Kelly win this event, and | can only hope that
this can be a catalyst to help the PBA in the future.
