squads, “A' and “B” Each squad bowled two six games
blocks on Wednesday, “A” 9am and 4pm, “B” at noon
and 7pm. Each six game block to about 3 hours fifteen
minutes. Both squads return Thursday, “B” at 9am, and
“A” at noon.

At the completion of the 18 game qualifier, the field
was cut to the top 24. The top 24 bowled 24 matches,
one game against each finalist, and the 24th game was a
“position round”, first against second, third against
fourth, and so on all the way to 24th. The finalists rolled
eight games Thursday evening, eight games Friday
morning, and the final eight games Friday evening. Each
eight game round in the Finals took about 4 ½ hours. At
the end of 42 games, the field was cut to the top 5 for
Saturday's T.V. finals. At that point, the finalists have
bowled 42 games, spent 23-24 hours on the lanes, and
thrown upwards of 600 shots with a fifteen or sixteen
pound ball.

So there is the comparison, PGA event, 4 days, 18-
20 hours of competition, about 270 shots, caddy helps
with your game. PBA event, 3 days, 23-24 hours on the
lanes, over 600 shots, no coaching allowed. If you are
lucky enough to make, television, you come back a
fourth day for sudden death. In many regards, these
sporting events have many similarities. Why golf is held
in such higher regard than bowling, in my opinion, has
nothing to do with the athleticism required in either
sport. In anyone (especially sportswriters or television
and sports talk radio people) cannot be convinced
bowling is a legitimate sport, I would be more than
happy to bowl 42 games with them in three days. I
would also be more than happy to play four rounds of
golf in four days.

We have all seen it on television, read about it in the

paper, even heard about it on the radio, that bowling is
not a sport, bowlers are a bunch of overweight, cigarette
smoking beer guzzling men and women hanging around
in some alley that was condemned ten years ago. If
there is one thing that ticks me off about the image of
bowling, it's the way it is often portrayed in the media
and the entertainment industry. Yes, Ron Judd, Steve
Kelley, Skip Bayless, I am talking to you.

To all the detractors I offer the following analysis, a
comparison of a professional bowling tournament, and a
professional golf event. I thought of this a few years
when one of my fellow realtors in Centralia (who is an
avid golfer) told me bowling is not a legitimate sport, but
of course golf is. My response was “I will play 72 holes
of golf with you, and then we will bowl 42 games, and
there has to be money involved! He never brought the
subject up again.

The standard Professional Golf Event consist of four
rounds over four days, one round on both Thursday and
Friday (144players), and a cut to 72 (1/2 the field), two
more rounds, one Saturday and one Sunday. A round of
golf on the PGA Tour takes 4 ½ to 5 hours. Assuming
you make the cut, you will spend 18-20 hours in
competition over four days. If you play decent (by PGA
standards) you will swing a golf club about 270 times.
Golf clubs have different sizes and weights, suffice to say
nothing close to a 15 or 16 pound ball, and you have a
caddy to carry your clubs for you, and help you line up
your shots.

The standard Professional Bowling Tournament,
throughout the better part of my career, consisted of 42
games over three days. 144 players separated into two
